Dear 7th Grade Students and Parents,

Let us explain what a core group is and how the process of placing you into a core group works.

Our entire Junior High Staff is committed to the growth of our students’ faith in our Lord and Savior Jesus Christ.
To help encourage that growth, our church has established “core groups” in our Junior High and High School
Ministry.

A core group is a small group of about 6-10 students of the same gender who are joined together in the seventh
grade and placed under the leadership of a Core Group Leader. Core groups allow students to be plugged into our
ministry and be connected in a deeper way with other students, as well as being in a discipling relationship with
the core group leader.

A core group leader disciples a small group of students by being actively involved in students’ lives, teaching
Sunday morning lessons, and attending Junior High Ministry programs and events with students as much as
possible. These volunteer leaders go through an extensive application process which includes interviews,
background screening, and much more. We would encourage you to come and get to know these leaders. These
devoted volunteers are an essential part of our ministry and we are so thankful for their service. Core Group
Leaders are asked to make a one year commitment. They may extend that time or, in unique circumstances, may
need to step out of that role before the commitment is fulfilled. The core group of students will generally stay
together until their senior year of high school.

Students are given the opportunity to request friends with whom they would like to be grouped. While we do our
best to honor these requests, sometimes a student may not be placed with all of the students they listed. We do
however, take those requests seriously and try to place them with some of their requested peers.

We encourage you to take some time as a family to pray for your future core group and for guidance as you list
preferences for friends for your group. We ask for your prayers for direction and wisdom as we place students in
groups and leaders over those groups.

In order for us to make the wisest decisions in placing students, both students and parents are asked to fill out a
Core Group Application (attached to this letter) before the start of the seventh grade school year. That application,
along with getting to know students, gives us an idea of how to prayerfully assemble a core group.
